Courses Outline and Important Dates

August 18- 21: — Introduction of everyone! Students will complete a personal

information sheet to be used by the Instructor only. There will be a review of expectations
as students at SCAC. The orthography of the Apache language will be introduced, the

one. Students will learn the correct pronunciation and identify the meaning of each

word. Students will be required to do a survey on “language speaking” within their
immediate family and extended family.

August 25 th — August 28 th - To continue with the orthography and the double and triple
consonants as introduced above. Work on the pronunciation and add a second word to
complete the sentence. Check to see if students understand the application of the

diacritics in their speech. Students will be introduced to the Apache pronouns and how

It is applied in different settings. The single and double vowels will be further discussed,

There are 58 symbols in the Apache Language and the
Correct pronunciation and application is critical to learning all of them.

Sept. 8th-11th, - Introduce the words relating to name, residence, school, work,
children, and clans. In Apache it is vital to know this required knowledge and expect to
share when necessary. Students will learn the appropriate introduction and this is an
opportunity to research and learn about family and different clans. Also, students will
learn about the proper protocol in Apache culture.

Sept. 15 th -18th t - This week we will learn about the Apache Kinship System and the
importance of using it. We have different words for the maternal and paternal side. It is
important to understand and use it appropriately. Students will gain significant
awareness about the structure of the Kinship System and therefore, students need to
synthesize all the information. Students will understand the differences of the clan system
and students will create a Family Tree which will be worth 100 points.

Sept. 22 nd -25 th - Continuation of the Kinship System and usage in a conversation
with others. Students will pick a partner and practice the introduction of the Kinship
age old system of the San Carlos Apache Tribe. In addition, students will also learn
about the respect and reverence embedded in the use of this particular system. A

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guiz on the kinship system which will be worth 50-75 points.
September 29 th — October 4 th, Fall Break — No School!!

Oct. 06th — 9th -- Students will be introduced to the human anatomy and its function
in a conversation. Students will develop a chart of the human anatomy identify

its correct parts and label. Students will create sentences using the words for the body
parts. Students will earn 50 points for this project.

Oct. 13th— 16th th - Students will learn the usage of independent handling verbs which
applies to certain items, objects, and food. There are at least 14 main ones and
extends to dual and plural usage. Altogether, there are at least 45 handling verbs

and students will learn the application for food items, tools, etc. Quiz will follow this
Lesson.

Oct. 20th- 23rd - Students will learn Apache names of surrounding areas and students
will do research on Apache stories related. There are also mountains considered

sacred to the Apaches and they have special prayers and songs for them. We are not
authorized to learn the prayer or songs but at least students will be aware. Students will
also learn about animals on our reservation and if they are hunted. Students will be
assigned a project to create a “Children’s Book” consisting of 10 pages and you can be
as creative as you want to be. This will be worth 75 points and we will discuss a due
Date.

Oct. 27 th — 30 th - The constellation is an important part of the Apache way of life and

Nov.12 TH — 13th-- Book project this week ...Student will submit their book designed for
elementary age children. There will be an opportunity to work on it in class.
